As you are aware, the NEU is proposing that union members take industrial action
on Thursday 27" April and Tuesday 2" May. The strike action is in relation to a
national dispute around teacher’s pay.

School will be partially open to Year 6 pupils only. As school is open to Year 6
pupils, it is compulsory that they attend on these days.

Pupils should arrive via the KS2 yard as usual at 8.50am. Staff have organised
some revision sessions for them, to help them to feel fully prepared for their
upcoming end of key stage 2 assessments. There will also be a variety of other
activities on offer throughout the day, such as baking, sports, arts and crafts. This
will be the case on both days.

As children will be taking part in a range of practical activities, we suggest
they wear their PE kits or sportswear. All children should wear trainers.
Full school uniform is not required.

Children who usually have a packed lunch should bring this in as usual. All other
children will be provided with a “grab bag” school dinner, consisting of a picnic
lunch.

School will end at 3.15pm. If your Year 6 child usually attends breakfast club/
teatime club this will be available as usual. Please inform school in advance if
your child will need this provision.
